Actual Psychological Meaning of the Value «Trust»:

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Abstract. The article is devoted to describing the results of an experimental psycholinguistic study of the
value “trust”. Based on the theory of speech activity by A. A. Leontiev and the cultural sociology of
trust by P. Sztompka, the author demonstrates that different aspects of the content of the value
“trust” in the process of including them in the speech activity of an individual can perform the
function of an attitude. To this end, the study establishes the parameters for the analysis of speech
action as socially conditioned and proposes a structural and content model of the “trust” value.

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INTRODUCTION

Space is naturally related to the visual modality in
cinematic discourse and the construal of spatial
relations is primarily explored in moving pictures
[Coégnarts, Kravanja, 2012a; Campbell, 2016]. Mean-
while, the importance of speech modality in spatial
construal cannot be underestimated, especially in in-
formative discourses, for instance, in popular science
documentaries where the most relevant - scientif-
ic — information is conveyed via speech, although ac-
companied by visual images on the screen. Addition-
ally, it is noticeable that the cinematic discourse of
this type manifests a highly narrative nature [Camp-
bell, 2016; Norris et al., 2005]; consequently, we ex-
pect that the construal of spatial relations serves the
needs of stimulating narration, for example, provid-
ing for event sequencing and dynamicity.

To explore the construal of spatial relations as
instantiated in the speech modality of popular sci-
ence documentaries and referring to different types
of events (for instance, environmental events or
interpersonal interaction events), in this paper we
employ the method of image schemata [Johnson,
1987], which has proved effective when applied to
the studies of space [Kuoce, 2023; Coégnarts, Kra-
vanja, 2012b]. To identify the image schema(ta) in a
given lexical unit (or their combinations), we use the
two-step procedure of lexical semantic and concep-
tual analysis [bensieBckas, 2008; boHaapuyk, 2016]
and apply it to the initial excerpts from two popular
science documentaries in English.

The research hypotheses are: 1) relational space
construal displayed in image schemata manifests
high variance providing mostly for discourse event
sequencing and dynamicity rather than event organ-
ising; 2) the distribution of relational space image
schemata is mediated by different event types. The
study is structured as follows. First, we address the
research framework on the discourse nature of pop-
ular science films and their event structure and the
method of image schemata applied in this study to
explore discourse event structure. Next, we intro-
duce the research data and procedure. Following
this, we present the results of the study and discuss
them with reference to the event structure of popu-
lar science film discourse.

RESEARCH FRAMEWORK

The studies of popular science texts focus on the
twofold nature of this type of discourse: it is essen-
tial that the presented information should be thor-
oughly and consistently explained, while a very ef-
fective way to facilitate understanding is to resort to
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narrative form [Campbell, 2016; Norris et al., 2005].
In popular science it is the “narrative of nature”that is
in focus rather than the “narrative of science,” which
is attributed to science proper [Myers, 1990, p. 141 -
192]. Consequently, in popular science documenta-
ries attention is drawn not so much to the different
theories and ideas related to a subject, but rather to
the subject itself although still presented through
the lens of how scientists acquired this knowledge.
This quest for ever more accurate understanding of
the world around us is made evident in setting the
epistemological goal of popular science films - to
show “a union of man and technology in search of
a “truth” about the historical world” (Moran, cited in
[Campbell, 2016, p. 30])]. This interactive nature at
the base of popular science accounts for three types
of events: 1) environmental events (Event type 1) con-
cern relations and interaction between objects in
the world; 2) human-environment interaction events
(Event type 2) refer to interaction between man as
a cogniser and the environment as a cognised enti-
ty; 3) interpersonal interaction events (Event type 3)
are connected with communicative events occurring
between people. Therefore, we expect that these
three event types will display specificity in relational
space construal, which can be determined via image
schemata analysis.

Among the image schemata which are related
to space, Clausner and Croft distinguish the follow-
ing: UP-DOWN, FRONT-BACK, LEFT-RIGHT, NEAR-
FAR, CENTRE-PERIPHERY, CONTACT [Clausner, Croft,
1999].Evans adds to this list the schemata STRAIGHT
and VERTICALITY [Evans, 2007]. Following Hurtienne
and Blessing, we include in this group the schemata
SOURCE-PATH-GOAL and SCALE [Hurtienne, Bless-
ing, 2007], which leads us to the following image
schemata inventory: UP-DOWN, FRONT-BACK, LEFT-
RIGHT, NEAR-FAR, CENTRE-PERIPHERY, CONTACT,
STRAIGHT, SOURCE-PATH-GOAL, and SCALE. As can
be seen, these image schemata are based on oppo-
sitions which are established every time an instance
of an image schema occurs in a word or word com-
bination [Cienki, 1997; Lakoff, Johnson, 1980]. These
oppositions allow for interpreting the space sche-
mata listed above as relational, as opposed to, for
example, the image schema OBJECT, which naturally
would evoke a certain spatial extension of anything
construed as an object but not focus on the object’s
changing position in space or its relative position to
other objects.

Identifying an image schema is a two-step
analysis suggested in [bensieBckas, 2008; boHoapuyk,
2016] where the first stage involves the study of
the semantic components of a lexical unit as de-
rived from the analysis of its etymology as well as
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its dictionary definitions. Based on the results of the
first stage, we then identify the conceptual structure
of a given lexical unit with reference to its contex-
tual meaning, with the primary focus on semantic
components referring to spatial relations or orien-
tation in space.

RESEARCH DATA AND PROCEDURE

The analysed material comprises 169 clauses taken
from the initial episodes in two films: “Tails You Win:
The Science of Chance” (2012) and “Pop! The Science
of Bubbles” (2013). These excerpts may be thought
of as abstracts introducing the viewer to the topic of
the film and outlining the main questions that will be
covered in the remainder of the film. As the first step,
the speech is divided into clauses (their total num-
ber was 169) and in each clause the event type (en-
vironmental events, human-environment interaction
events, interpersonal interaction events) is identified.
The next step involves splitting the clauses into sin-
gle lexical units and each word undergoing the two-
step semantic and conceptual analysis [benseBckas,
2008; boHpapuyk, 2016]. There may be more than one
instance of a space schema in a clause, nevertheless,
for the quantitative analysis, any given image schema
will be annotated only once per clause. To proceed,
we employ the inventory of relational spatial im-
age schemata UP-DOWN, FRONT-BACK, LEFT-RIGHT,
NEAR-FAR, CENTRE-PERIPHERY, CONTACT, STRAIGHT,
SOURCE-PATH-GOAL, and SCALE [Clausner, Croft,
1999; Hurtienne, Blessing, 2007; Evans, 2007]. Some
of the most common language markers of relational
space image schemata elicited at the first stage are:
adverbs up, down, away, down; prepositions to, towards,
at, from; adjectives and nouns referring to degree and
extent, e.qg. great, height, etc. Finally, descriptive and
analytical statistical analyses are used to explore
the image schemata distribution modulated by three
event types.

Below, we demonstrate the research procedure.

The clause “Out at sea breaking waves gener-
ate huge plumes of bubbles...” (Pop! The Science of
Bubbles, 2013) comprises ten words. In this clause
several words impart a relational space schema:

The adverb out is used to speak “of motion or po-
sition beyond certain limits” [The Oxford dictionary
of English etymology, 1966, p. 636]. It comes from
Old English (henceforth referred to as OE) dt, ulti-
mately from Indo-European (henceforth referred to
as IE) *ud ‘up, out, away’ [Klein, 1971, p. 523]. Among
the main meanings of the adverb, the Cambridge
Dictionary? states its use “to show movement away

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from the inside of a place or container”, while the
Oxford Advanced Learner’s Dictionary? (henceforth
referred to as OALD) gives almost an identical defi-
nition except the fact that instead of the word ‘con-
tainer’ it uses the word ‘thing’. More relevant for us
in this particular context is another definition of out
as “a long or a particular distance away from a place
or from land” [ibid.] with the Cambridge Dictionary
giving a similar definition. The identified space im-
age schemata are CENTRE-PERIPHERY, NEAR-FAR,
SOURCE-PATH-GOAL, UP-DOWN.

The preposition at is derived from OE zet, further
related to Latin ad meaning ‘to, at, toward’ [The Ox-
ford dictionary of English etymology, 1966]. The first
meaning provided in OALD? is as follows: “used to say
where something / somebody is or where something
happens”, while the first dictionary entry for the prep-
osition in the Cambridge Dictionary* focuses not on
its use to introduce an element of event structure, but
on the meaning of “.. an exact position or particu-
lar place”. Both dictionaries suggest the meaning of
directionality for at (“in the direction of or towards
somebody / something™, “in the direction of™®). The
analysis allows us to identify the following space
image schemata for this word: SOURCE-PATH-GOAL,
NEAR-FAR.

To analyse the present participle breaking, we
look at the origin and dictionary definitions of the
verb break. This verb comes from OE brecan, from
Common Germanic *brekan, from IE base *bhreg-
*bhrg- [The Oxford dictionary of English etymology,
1966, p. 115]. Both OALD’ and the Cambridge Dic-
tionary® in their definitions focus on the meaning
of severing into parts, as in: “to (cause something
to) separate suddenly or violently into two or more
pieces, or to (cause something to) stop working by
being damaged” [ibid.], including the meaning of
forceful action in OALD. Another important mean-
ing is that of destroying or ending something, or
coming to an end [ibid.]. When an object is broken,
its parts are separated from each other (NEAR-FAR,
CENTRE-PERIPHERY) and the resultant state is seen
as the end of a path (SOURCE-PATH-GOAL).

The noun wave is etymologically related to OE
wagian and Middle English wawe meaning ‘sway to

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and fro’ [The Oxford dictionary of English etymol-
ogy, 1966, p. 994-995]. The dictionary definitions
from the Cambridge Dictionary! and OALD? are al-
most identical, suggesting the following: “a raised
line of water that moves across the surface of the
sea, ocean, etc.” From this analysis two space image
schemata can be distinguished for this noun, namely
SOURCE-PATH-GOAL and UP-DOWN.

The verb generate is derived from Latin generdtus
‘to beget, bring forth, produce, generate, from genus
‘birth, descent, race’ [Klein, 1971, p. 307]. The diction-
ary definitions emphasise the causative meaning, as
in “to produce or create something™ and “to cause
something to exist™; in addition, both dictionaries
provide the meaning of producing energy. The ety-
mology and dictionary definitions of the verb help
us identify the following space schemata: SOURCE-
PATH-GOAL, FRONT-BACK, and CENTRE-PERIPHERY.

The adjective huge takes its roots in Middle Eng-
lish huge, hoge, shortened from Old French ahuge,
akoge, ahoege ‘high’, of unknown origin [The Oxford
dictionary of English etymology, 1966, p. 451; Klein,
1971, p. 355]. The Cambridge Dictionary and OALD
both provide the following definition: ‘extremely
large in size or amount™, although OALD adds “great
in degree” [ibid.]. The distinguished image schemata
referring to space are SCALE and UP-DOWN.

The Oxford Dictionary of English Etymology
gives the following meanings of the preposition of:
‘expressing removal, separation, derivation, origin,
source, spring of action, point of departure in time,
cause, agent, instrument, material” [The Oxford
dictionary of English etymology, 1966, p. 624].
The preposition comes from OE of, from Common
Germanic adverb and preposition *ab(a) deriving from
IE *ap, *apo meaning ‘away from, down from’ [ibid.].
In Modern English the first meaning attributed to
this preposition is that of possession, belonging, or
origin®. Another meaning based on space relations
is the following: “used to show the position of
something/somebody in space or time” [ibid.]; “used
in expressions showing position.”” The space image
schemata evoked here are SOURCE-PATH-GOAL,
CENTRE-PERIPHERY, NEAR-FAR.

The noun bubble is a borrowing from Middle
Dutch bobble. The Cambridge Dictionary defines

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bubble as “a ball of gas that appears in a liquid, or
a ball formed of air surrounded by liquid that floats
in the air’, while OALD adds to this: “..a ball of air
inside a solid substance such as glass.” The ba-
sic space image schema for this noun is CENTRE-
PERIPHERY.

As can be seen, out of ten words in the exam-
ple clause eight express relational space schemata,
most commonly SOURCE-PATH-GOAL (6 instances),
CENTRE-PERIPHERY (5 instances), NEAR-FAR (4 in-
stances). The remaining two words sea and plume
may be thought of as instantiations of space in the
form of objects (image schema OBJECT) but are not
considered within relational space construal.

All the clauses in the excerpts were annotated
following the described procedure. We finally ob-
tained the data on the distribution of image sche-
mata and identified the distributions in three sets
referring to the three event types. Below, we present
the distribution results.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

Figure 1 shows the distribution of each space image
schema in the analysed clauses.
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Fig. 1. Space image schemata in speech
in popular science films

According to the diagram, the most common
image schemata used in the two excerpts from
popular science films are SOURCE-PATH-GOAL and
CENTRE-PERIPHERY. Incidentally, a Paired sam-
ples t-test shows that these two schemata, as well
as UP-DOWN, did not reveal significant differenc-
es in terms of differentiating between the three
types of events. The results can be accounted for
by the fact that these schemata are central to the
way we interact with the world around us and per-
ceive events, which complies with the idea of pre-
senting scientific information in an effective way to
facilitate understanding in a popular science film.
The SOURCE-PATH-GOAL schema is essential to

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the nature of interacting between objects in space,
whereas the relations of CENTRE-PERIPHERY are
connected to our conceptual positioning here and
now and viewing the events as happening outside.
On the other side of the scale are the image sche-
mata STRAIGHT and LEFT-RIGHT both of which are
used only in four clauses out of 169. This could be
explained by their less obvious relevance for this
type of discourse, as whether something is to our
left or right is not likely to drastically change our
perception, while with STRAIGHT it is usually its
opposite — not-STRAIGHT - which is more natural
in the world.

The results of a Paired samples t-test reveal that
there are significant differences between the types
of events in two image schemata - SCALE (Student’s
t-test (2) = 7.07, p=.033) and NEAR-FAR (Student’s
t-test (2) = 5.27, p=.034), while CONTACT (Student’s
t-test (2) = 3.90, p=.060), FRONT-BACK (Student’s
t-test (2) = 3.86, p=.061), STRAIGHT (Student’s t-test
(2) = 3.60, p=.069), and LEFT-RIGHT (Student’s t-test
(2) = 3.64, p=.068) demonstrate a certain tenden-
cy towards significantly differentiating between
the event types. Consequently, our first hypothesis,
claiming that relational space construal provides
mostly for discourse event sequencing and dyna-
micity rather than event organising, has not been
validated but specified. The image schemata distri-
bution distinctions clearly manifest that spatial con-
strual largely reflects the way we interact with the
world around us and perceive events.

Figure 2 displays the event schemata distribution
mediated by event type.

As can be seen, in 6 cases out of 9 it is Event
type 1 which is construed with the help of space
image schemata (SOURCE-PATH-GOAL, CONTACT,
NEAR-FAR, UP-DOWN, FRONT-BACK, LEFT-RIGHT).
Since events of the first type refer to events in the
physical world as we see it, it seems only natural
that they should be construed in terms of spatial
relations. Whereas for Event type 2, referring to in-
teractions between man and the environment, it is
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CENTRE-PERIPHERY, SOURCE-PATH-GOAL, SCALE,
and STRAIGHT that are more common. This could
be explained by the fact that the CENTRE-PERIPH-
ERY schema evokes the ‘me-first’ orientation [Lak-
off, Johnson, 1980; Johnson, 1987] which is used
to ground the perceiver/cogniser in the centre and
the world around him on the periphery. At the same
time, SCALE and STRAIGHT are used to describe
the degree or extent of something and the path of
least resistance respectively, these meanings be-
ing important for the evaluation of the events of
scientific endeavour. Below we will illustrate the
finding with examples manifesting the determined
distributions.

In the clause “...we try to have things ready” (Tails
You Win: The Science of Chance, 2012) we deal with
Event type 2 which is construed with the SOURCE-
PATH-GOAL (conveyed by the infinitival particle to
and the adjective ready) and CENTRE-PERIPHERY
(instantiated in the words try and things) schemata.
An event of the same type is expressed in “.. we're
only just beginning to appreciate the potential of
bubble science (Pop! The Science of Bubbles, 2013)
where the following space schemata can be identi-
fied: SOURCE-PATH-GOAL (in begin, to, potential, of),
CENTRE-PERIPHERY (in just, of, bubble), SCALE (in
only, just, appreciate), NEAR-FAR (in of), UP-DOWN (in
appreciate). The clause “... another disaster could hit
at any moment” (Tails You Win: The Science of Chance,
2012) conveys Event type 1 which is construed via
the image schemata SOURCE-PATH-GOAL (in hit, at,
moment, could), CENTRE-PERIPHERY (in another, dis-
aster, could), CONTACT (in hit), SCALE (in moment),and
NEAR-FAR (in at).

Events of the third type (interaction between
people) are much less commonly construed with the
use of space image schemata, which can be substan-
tiated by Event type 3 significantly contrasting Event
type 1 (Student’s t-test (8) = 3.60, p=.007) and Event
type 2 (Student’s t-test (8) = 3.06, p=.016). The results
show that the second hypothesis, claiming that the
distribution of relational space image schemata is
mediated by different event types, has been verified.

Overall, the quantitative results demonstrate
the efficiency of the image schemata analysis in
differentiating between the three event types,
clearly illustrating, in particular, the central role of
a cogniser in his / her opposition to the world and
in evaluation of the events happening in it. The ex-
tensive reference to the tangible domain of space
through image schemata is in accordance with the
basic goal of popular science - to communicate sci-
entific information in an effective way so that the
wider audience may understand and appreciate the
results of scientific inquiry.
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FINAL REMARKS

The analysis of relational space construal in the
speech modality of popular science documenta-
ries with the use of image schemata showed that
in conveying the interactive character of events,
space image schemata essentially display the way
we interact with the world around us and perceive
events (since the image schemata SOURCE-PATH-
GOAL and CENTRE-PERIPHERY prevail), which to-
gether with schemata of other groups, e.g. FORCE,
MOTION, BALANCE, etc., provide conceptual ground
for building complex meanings typically conveyed
in scientific discourse. Relational space schemata
are especially basic in popular science films since
they are indispensable when describing the types
of events involving interaction between objects in
the world (environmental events), between man
and the environment (human-environment interac-
tion events), and between people as participants in

communicative activities (interpersonal interaction
events). Their significance in popular science films
can be accounted for by the fact that spatial orien-
tation is ubiquitous in our daily lives and the use of
space image schemata is justifiable as a means to
elucidate some of the most fundamental scientific
observations. Since one of the main aims of popular
science is to facilitate the comprehension of com-
plex scientific information by lay audiences, film
producers resort to the expository narrative type of
discourse via the construal of relations between sci-
entific objects and people interacting with these ob-
jects in space. As the next step in the study of space
construal in popular science documentaries we shall
analyse the way spatial relations are expressed in
the visual modality. The results could enable us to
establish the particularities of the two modalities
in terms of their contribution to space construal, as
well as their interaction in the discourse of a docu-
mentary film.
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INTRODUCTION

Nonverbal components of communication not only
contribute to the transfer of the meaning of the
message, but also help to determine the degree of
emotional experience of the speaker, report the state
of their inner world, intentions and expectations, the
degree of decisiveness, or, conversely, its absence.
Through the use of nonverbal means, information
is transmitted about the social status of the
interlocutors, their relationship, for example, such
parameters as dominance - submission, favor -
dislike, sympathy - antipathy, etc. By nonverbal
means of communication, one can also determine
the attitude of the participants to the communication
situation itself: whether they are interested in it,
whether they feel comfortable in it, etc.! People
use various modalities (verbal and nonverbal
means) in the process of verbal communication in
order to express their thoughts, feelings, emotions
more fully, more accurately and more clearly. This
is common to all cultures, although different sign
systems are given different meanings in various
cultures. Therefore, in order to communicate with
representatives of other cultures, it is necessary to
know and understand both verbal and nonverbal
forms of communication inherent in this culture.

As shown by our earlier studies (see the works?

Cognitive entropy in the perceptual-auditory evaluation of emotional

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devoted to the perception of emotional states in the
process of mono- and polyethnic communication, a
characteristic feature of the perceptual assessment
of emotions is cognitive entropy, that is, we can
speak not about the absolute, but about the relative
degree of congruence of the data obtained, which
was confirmed in the course of this study.

In the process of communication, nonverbal
means are interconnected with verbal ones and can
be in different proportions with them. For example,
there are six main types of their interaction®:

(1) repetition, when nonverbal communication
duplicates verbal or reinforces a verbal message. For
example, asking to speak more quietly with your in-
dex finger to your lips, or a verbal indication of di-
rection with a hand;

(2) contradiction, when nonverbal communi-
cation contradicts verbal communication. Nonver-
bal behavior is spontaneous and unconscious, it is
not controlled by consciousness and, therefore, may
conflict with the transmitted verbal message. For
example, when a person says that he is very glad to
see someone, but at the same time he says it coldly
and dryly, then his interlocutor subconsciously trusts
more these nonverbal signals transmitted through
his voice;

(3) substitution, when nonverbal behavior re-
places verbal behavior (especially if it is blocked by
noise, interruption, etc.), for example, if a person puts
his finger to the lips to demand silence or bow in-
stead of saying yes. A simple example of this is when
a child, instead of saying “l want this toy”, simply
points at it;

(4) addition, when nonverbal communication
somehow modifies, complements the verbal one. At
the same time, nonverbal communication compo-
nents make speech more expressive and clarify it,
for example, smiling when meeting a friend, when
we say that we are happy to see him, complements
our speech message, or a bow that reinforces a pos-
itive message;

(5) accentuation, in this case nonverbal com-
munication accentuates, emphasizes some parts
of the verbal message, for example, a raised index

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finger indicates the information that you need to pay
special attention to what will be said next;

(6) regulation, when nonverbal behavior is
used in order to regulate the communicative flow
between interacting individuals. By the nod of the
head, the tilt of the torso, intonation, the adoption
of a certain posture, we can understand that it is our
turn to enter the conversation.

Mimic signals perform various functions in social
interaction, and have a large informational content.
They are largely responsible for expressing and man-
aging the emotional content of the communication
situation [Ellgring, 1986; Pease A., Pease B., 2004].

FEATURES OF PERCEPTION
WITH THE PARTICIPATION
OF THE AUDITORY AND VISUAL CHANNELS

Perception is the result of polymodal activity, which
initially has an expanded character and only then be-
comes collapsed, in which the image of perception
arises on the basis of one modality, and other types
of modality only help a more complete display. As is
known, the visual analyzer is characterized by the
greatest capacity of perception, persistence and dura-
bility of the image, which can provide reliable support
for the perception and reproduction of speech [KceH-
uyk, KusHosa, 1993; leps6o, AcsuH, 2004].

Many researchers have proven that the degree
of auditory perception increases significantly if the
face of the speaking partner is clearly visible in the
communication. To explain the visual perception of
speech, it is not enough to know the physiological
rules of the eye behavior in the process of percep-
tion. The organ of vision does not work in isolation,
but it works in a complex dynamic system that in-
cludes our practice, our thinking and all previous
experience [[MoTanosa, lNotanos, 2006].

Visual perception is a set of processes for con-
structing a visual image of the surrounding world.
The appeal to the study (analysis and interpretation)
of visual documents is not only explained by the
increasing number and importance of images. The
availability of technical means of photographing and
video filming, the possibility of their daily use by most
people create a situation of accumulation of visual
material that captures ordinary life [3axaposa, 2008].

Perception of a video fragment presupposes
the viewer’s activity associated with his attempts
to understand its meaning. According to R. A. Smith
[Smith, 1973], the main task of interpretation is to
reveal the content of the image. The author also em-
phasizes that interpretation is often the most impor-
tant moment in the interaction of the viewer with a
fragment.
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Where there are differing opinions as to what is
being analyzed, the objectives and procedures for in-
terpretation may differ significantly. ALl this assumes
different ideas about a person and the world around
him. Conservative approach, however, argues that
differences between different points of view do not
prevent finding the truth, since some points of view
are more correct and others are less, and that it is
always possible to determine which way of interpre-
tation allows the most deep and comprehensive anal-
ysis of a fragment. However, this does not at all solve
the problem of finding the truth, since the methods
of interpretation are connected with their own idea
of what it means to understand the fragment most
deeply and comprehensively [Armstrong, 1986].

Auditory perception is the next stage of com-
munication: the listener perceives the sound signal
transmitted to him by the speaker and interprets
it in a certain way. Thus, in the process of percep-
tion, information is decoded - it is converted from a
physical (acoustic) form to a symbolic (mental) one.
The activity of the recipient in the communication
process is aimed at understanding the speech mes-
sage [Koa3sacos, KpusHosa, 2001].

In order to convey the semantic adequacy of a
speech utterance, the identification of connotative
(additional) meanings, transmitted not only exclu-
sively verbal (lexico-grammatical), but also paraverbal
(phonation-kinetic, intonation, timbre) means that car-
ry a certain significative load, takes on a primary role.

According to our concept, the nonverbal compo-
nent in relation to the paraverbal at the suprasegmen-
tal level is formed by the following modifications of
the speech signal [[MoTanosa, MNotanos, 2008]: change
in the frequency of the main tone (at the perception
level — pitch); change of the intensity level (at the
perception level - loudness); change in the speed of
realization of the articulation of sounds, sound com-
binations, syllables (at the perception level - tempo);
breaks in phonation and articulation (at the percep-
tion level - pause); spectrum (at the perception lev-
el — timbre); rhythm (at the perception level - the
selection of individual sections of the speech chain).

The difficulty lies in the fact that connotative
meanings, in contrast to denotative ones, are usu-
ally expressed implicitly, which may be associated
with the presence of formal indicators in vocabulary
and grammar (in particular, syntax), as well as with
the use of paraverbal means in their combination
as applied to acoustic and optical communication
channels?.

Particularly difficult is the problem of interac-
tion “person - person”in the presence of such factors

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as native - non-native languages of communication,
belonging to the other ethnic culture, since with
the acquisition of a non-native language, a person
transfers the nonverbal components of communica-
tion of the other ethnic group into his behavior and
communication and reproduces them naturally and
without hesitation [[MoTanosa, [Motanos, 2008].

Some features of identification are known, ac-
cording to which the quality of identification almost
doubles if a person knows the language and, ac-
cordingly, body language (gestures), eye and facial
expressions in which identification is realized. This
idea suggests that the recipient can identify the
speaker with a greater degree of probability if he
understands the language in which the speech of
the identified speaker is realized.

At present, not only audio, but also video record-
ings are increasingly used in applied research. When
analyzing video and audio recordings, especially if an
audio recording is accompanied by noise, the video
channel provides additional information. In the pres-
ence of intense acoustic noise of an audio recording,
visual information may be the only information, with
the help of which it is more efficient to obtain data
about the communicant [[Motanosa, MNotanos, 2006].

Sound images are perceived with a greater
emotional reaction than visual ones, however, the
amount of information received per unit of time
based on sound images is significantly less. Basic
knowledge is accumulated and presented in iconic
visual images, and is formed and displayed in speech
sound images [[angwuHa, 2003].

V. P. Morozov was of the opinion that the fol-
lowing features are inherent in nonverbal commu-
nication [Mopo3os., 1998]: polysensory nature, i.e.
implementation with the participation of different
senses (sight, hearing, smell, touch, etc.); independ-
ence from language barriers; independence from
the semantics of speech utterance; significant spon-
taneity of expressive means and subconsciousness;
features of acoustic coding tools; features of psycho-
physiological mechanisms of perception (decoding).

EXPERIMENTAL INVESTIGATION',
METHODS, RESULTS

Experiment 2. Subjective description of foreign
language communicants’ emotionality

by Russian-speaking subjects (based on British
English and American English)

The material for the study was selected from two
pictures produced in the USA and Great Britain: the
American TV series “0z” (USA, 1997) and the British

TE. A Tsalieva took part in the experiments.
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“This is England” (UK, 2006). These pictures belong
to the genre of crime drama and are popular in
their genre.

Oz is the abbreviated name of a high security
prison where especially dangerous criminals are kept,
located on Oswald Street. The prison includes an
experimental unit called “The Emerald City” among
the board and prisoners. All the prisoners of the
‘emerald city” are divided among into groups: Afro-
Americans, Muslims, Christians, Sicilians, Irishmen,
Latin Americans, gays, bikers, etc.; there are also
those who are not part of any of the groups and live
on their own, or adjoins one or another group from
time to time. The intrigue of the film is based on the
relationship between the groups waging wars for
the territory where drugs are sold and power in the
unit, as well as on the interpersonal relationships
between individual characters: both prisoners and
prison employees.

This Is England is a picture by Shane Meadows
known to the British audience for Dead Man’s Shoes
and A Room for Romeo Brass. The plot of the film
takes place in an English town in July 1983 and tells
about English skinheads and the life of teenagers.
The film is a sequel to the TV series.

These pictures are specific, filled with a variety
of emotional dialogues and dialogical scenes. The
study analyzed dialogues between men of the same
age group, performed by actors in American English
and British English. The study involving perceptual-
auditory and perceptual-visual types of analysis
provided the following results for assessing the
staged emotional states of the communicants.

Assessing the emotionality of male bearers
of American linguoculture

Shame - shyness

The dialogue takes place at an average distance,
quite short, thus bringing discomfort to one of its
participants, which can be seen in his behavior:
he lowers his eyes or looks away, avoiding direct
contact in every possible way; blinks frequently. His
breathing is irregular, intermittent. He sighs and
swallows hard. His pauses are long; this indicates
that the person is carefully considering what has
been said, trying to avoid the continuation of the
disturbing conversation for as long as possible.

Fear - anxiety
The dialogue takes place at a short distance, which

subsequently brings discomfort to one of its partici-
pants — as a reaction to the threat of the interlocutor.
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The man changes his position; tries to move away
and suddenly jumps up from his seat in panic and
screams; a grimace of horror can be seen on his
tense face. His pupils are dilated; his eyebrows and
eyelids are raised; his eyes are shifty. His lower jaw
is dropped; his lips are shaking feverishly; his lower
teeth are visible. Pauses are of medium duration. As
a result, when this person runs away, it is clear that
the body does not obey him well: he keeps tripping
over his feet and makes chaotic movements with his
hands.

Anger - disgust - contempt

The distance during the dialogue is shortened - first,
the angry interlocutor tries to calm down, holds his
hand on his forehead, sighs, and then he is seized
by another attack of rage as he quickly passes by his
interlocutor. It can be seen that he feels a searing
anger: he furrows his brow; his eyes are bloodshot
red; his pupils are dilated; a predator-looking grin
appears; his lips tremble, his lower and upper
teeth can be seen. The man speaks loudly, screams
periodically, uses expletives and swear words. His
pauses are sometimes short, sometimes of medium
duration. The body does not obey him - in a fit of
anger, the interlocutor waves his hand threateningly,
wags his index finger at the opponent. His head turns
in different directions, sometimes his trembling chin
protrudes forward.

Interest - excitement

The dialogue takes place at a short distance; the
communicants sit at the table opposite each other.
The man asks the interlocutor for something very
important to himself (a favor). It can be seen that
he is very excited and eagerly awaits an answer. The
muscles of his face are tense; his eyebrows are fur-
rowed, then raised, then lowered; his eyes are wide
open; he searches the interlocutor’s face careful-
ly studying him. Delivering his request, he articu-
lates words intonationally, opens his mouth wide,
his lower and upper teeth can be seen. His pauses
are short. He gesticulates actively, waving a paper
roll; leans forward, moving his body towards his
interlocutor.

Joy

The distance changes during the dialogue. When
meeting, one of the interlocutors moves to meet the
other, sharply changing the position of his body —
from a seated position. The communicants hug,
tapping each other on the shoulder, which indicates
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that this meeting is joyful and long-awaited. The
faces of both men bear beaming smiles, their
lower and upper teeth can be seen, which is very
characteristic of the American smile. Characteristic
crow’s feet appear around their eyes; their eyes blink
frequently; their eyebrows rise and fall. They cast
searching glances at each other. There is joy in their
voices. Pauses are of average duration in order to
give the interlocutor an opportunity to speak out,
but the desire to continue asking questions is very
strong; their lips either close or open.

Surprise

The distance between the communicants changes
during the dialogue. One of the interlocutors
approaches the other. There is a surprise effect. It
can be seen that one of the communicators is not
ready for the meeting. He rolls his eyes, pulls a long
face, and his head turns from side to side. His mouth
is open, his lower jaw is dropped. His eyes are wide
open,frequent blinking is noticeable, his gaze quickly
moves over the interlocutor’s face. His eyebrows rise
and lower. Pauses are of medium duration.

Grief - Suffering - Depression - Sadness

The dialogue takes place at a short distance; the
communicants approach each other, greet and
hug each other. It can be seen that they have a
difficult conversation ahead, both are tense. The
expressions on their faces show that the topic of the
conversation is changing. The tension rises. The gaze
of one of the interlocutors is directed downward, his
upper eyelids are lowered; and then he devours his
interlocutor with his eyes. His mouth is periodically
open; the corners of his mouth are turned down,
the cheeks are raised. Tension develops between
the communicants. Tears well up in their eyes. Their
voices becomes quieter, turning to a whisper.

Assessing the emotionality of male bearers
of British linguoculture

Interest - excitement

The dialogue takes place at a short distance, the
communicants stand side by side. One of the inter-
locutors asks a question; it is clear that he is very ag-
itated and is looking forward to an answer. The mus-
cles of his face are tense, his eyebrows are furrowed,
then raised, then lowered; his eyes are wide open,
he searches the interlocutor’s face carefully studying
him. Asking a question, he moves to the interlocutor,
articulating words intonationally, but switches to a
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whisper, opens his mouth wide, his lower and upper
teeth can be seen. His pauses are short. He leans for-
ward moving his body towards his interlocutor. Both
communicants periodically rub their own fingers -
from excitement.

Joy

The distance is short. Communicants sit in adjacent
seats on a bus. Four people take part in the conver-
sation, but a separate dialogue can be distinguished.
One of the interlocutors thanks another one. The
communicants hug each other, tapping each other
on the shoulder,which indicates that both are in high
spirits. Their faces bear beaming smiles; their lower
and upper teeth can be seen. Characteristic crow’s
feet appear around their eyes; their eyes blink fre-
quently and the eyebrows rise and lower. Their gazes
quickly moves over the interlocutor’s face. There is
joy in their voices. The pauses are of medium dura-
tion and short; the interlocutors are overwhelmed
with feelings; the desire to continue asking ques-
tions is very strong, their lips either close or open.
Due to their location in space, communicants often
turn to each other during the conversation.

Surprise

The distance between the communicants during the
dialogue is short; the communicants sit side by side.
One of the interlocutors leans towards the other. He
moves his body forward, slightly bending over. They
exchange a couple of phrases. One of them asks
a question. It can be seen that the other is puzzled
and does not know how to answers. He rolls his eyes,
pulls a long face; his head turns from side to side. His
mouth is open, his lower jaw is dropped. His eyes are
wide open, frequent blinking is noticeable; they bend
their eyes on the object that interested both inter-
locutors. The eyebrows rise and lower and are often
raised questioningly. Pauses are of medium duration.

Grief - Suffering - Depression - Sadness

The dialogue takes place at a short distance; one
of the communicants is approaching the other, then
moving away. His body is not responding very well:
he periodically throws up his arms, moves back and
forth. It can be seen that there is a serious conversa-
tion between the interlocutors, or rather a dispute,
as both are tense. The expressions on their faces
show that the topic of conversation is not pleasant.
The tension rises. The gaze of one of the interloc-
utors is directed downward, his upper eyelids are
lowered, and then he devours interlocutor with his

eyes. His mouth is periodically open, the corners
of the mouth are turned down, and the cheeks are
raised; tension is formed between them. He speaks
with tears in his eyes. His voice becomes quieter,
then louder: he sobs violently.

Anger - disgust - contempt

The distance during the dialogue becomes short-
er: first, the angry interlocutor hovers, periodically
moving the body forward, then he is seized by an-
other attack of rage — he waves his hand, quickly ap-
proaches the interlocutor and strikes. It can be seen
that he is seized with rage - his face is frowned, his
eyes are bloodshot red, his pupils are dilated, a pred-
ator-looking grin appears, his lips tremble, his lower
and upper teeth can be seen. The man speaks loud-
ly, screams periodically, uses expletives and swear
words. Pauses are short or medium in duration. His
body is not responding very well - in a fit, the inter-
locutor waves his hand threateningly, spreading his
palm. His head turns in different directions, some-
times a trembling chin protrudes forward.

Fear - anxiety

The dialogue takes place at a short distance, which
subsequently brings discomfort to one of its par-
ticipants - as a reaction to the threat of the inter-
locutor. The man changes his position, moves away,
tries to switch the subject of the conversation, backs
off slightly. His pupils are dilated, his eyebrows and
eyelids are raised, his eyes are shifty. His lower jaw
is dropped, his lips are shaking feverishly, and his
lower teeth can be seen.Pauses are of medium dura-
tion. His body is not responding very well - the man
backs off, sways from side to side, his movements
are uncertain.

Shame - shyness

The dialogue takes place at a sufficiently large dis-
tance between the communicants, but neverthe-
less, it brings discomfort to one of its participants,
which can be seen in his behavior - he lowers his
eyes, looks away, avoiding direct contact in every
possible way. His look is unhappy; he blinks fre-
quently and wrinkles his forehead periodically. He
touches his own hands nervously. His breathing is
irregular, intermittent. He sighs and swallows hard;
turns away. He tries to argue. His pauses are long -
this indicates that the man is carefully considering
what has been said, trying to avoid the continua-
tion of the disturbing conversation for as long as
possible.
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CONCLUSIONS

The experiment revealed the similarities and differ-
ences in the use of personal space, distance, smiling,
pausation, physical contact during emotionally color-
ed dialogues. The analysis revealed how complex
and diverse the world of human nonverbal behav-
ior is, how great-is its significance is. The analysis of
the multimodal material showed the impossibility of
identify the emotional state of the communicants in
isolation: as a rule, one emotional-modal state was
replaced by another. The rate of change of one emo-
tional state and nonverbal signals that illustrate it is
sometimes extremely high.

Experiment No. 3. Perceptual-visual analysis
of English speech behavior by representatives
of Russian linguoculture

Subjects: 20 people, aged 19 to 26, who have no eye-
sight problems; bearers of Russian linguoculture, who
speak English at an intermediate level.

Material: the subjects were asked to analyze
20 video fragments - a visual image with no avail-
able soundtracks. The participants in the communi-
cation in the format of the material presented to the
subjects on the screen were native speakers of the
American English and British English language and
representatives of the respective ethnic groups.

Linguistics

Task: relying only on a visual image, the subjects
had to determine the following: the number of com-
munication participants; the issue-related specifics
of communication participants; the general emo-
tional mood of communication; the means of non-
verbal behavior with which it can be described; the
ethnicity of the communication participants - and
justify their decision.

The results obtained (according to the assess-
ments of the subjects) are shown in table 3.

CONCLUSIONS

The nonverbal behavior of the actors, which was ac-
companied by emotionality and was clearly read (for
example, if an actor gesticulated wildly, made sharp
head movements, had vivid facial expressions), the
subjects more often attributed the features under
consideration to the Americans. The subjects relied
on the following parameters: appearance, move-
ment activity, freedom of movement, active gestur-
ing, relaxedness, openness, ease of behavior, free
behavior, emotionality, persistence (see also about
this [JleoHToBny, 2005]).

The behavior of the communicants, notable for
a small number of body movements, weak facial ex-
pressions and subtle gesturing, was characterized by
the subjects as a sign of British linguoculture. The
simpler and plainer the nonverbal behavior of the

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actors was, the more likely the subjects attributed it
to the British.

When attributing British linguoculture, the sub-
jects relied on the following parameters: restraint,
politeness, gentleness, care, aristocracy, gallantry,
calmness, poise, ease of movement, sincerity, and
subtle gesturing.

MAIN CONCLUSION

The results of the study of the peculiarities of per-
ception of multimodal mono- and polyethnic com-
munication suggest that a multicomponent palette
of features and parameters functioning within the
communicative space makes it possible to detect,
recognize, identify and evaluate certain varieties of
the verbal, paraverbal, nonverbal and extraverbal
plan, which basically allows solving a communica-
tive task implemented in the process of sampling

audio-, video- and textual narratives, which are
based on the use of certain gender, age, social, cul-
tural and historical patterns by the communicants.

The study showed that the solution to the dom-
inant problem is not only possible, but also neces-
sary due to the complication of digital methods of
transmitting information in the process of commu-
nication.

Of particular importance are the problems of
proper interpretation of the incoming multimodal
mono- and polyethnic information, which deter-
mines the proper response to the stimulus and sub-
sequent actions of the communicants.

The results of the study showed that the phe-
nomenon of conventionality in the communicative
space affects a relatively correct assessment (with a
minimum value of entropy) of incoming information,
and, consequently, the results of the communicative
process.
