INTRODUCTION

Urge and thirst for stylistic penetration into the realm
of the discourse alive have steadily been on the rise
across the fields of linguistic and cognitive interest.
For it is ever on the minds of the text generator
to attempt to convey the receptor some explicit
and implicit ideas of significance and, similarly, it
is in the intellectual and spiritual facilities of the
interested individual to venture opening up and
trying to decipher updated outlooks on the ever-
changing world around.
A compressed outline of the article will cover to
a reasonable extent the following issues:
 defining the notion of style;
e sharing stylistics against the background of
the science of linguistics;
e stating basic notions in linguistic stylistics;
e expounding the major specific features of
stylistics in Russia;
» dwelling on the school of English stylistics as
founded by I. R. Galperin;
 outlining the chief research projects in Russia;
« discussing the vista of advance of cognitive
stylistics.

NOTION OF STYLE

To outline the borders of the science of linguistic
stylistics and its Russian background it is essential to
go at some length into the concept of what is style.

Style is a manner of doing or presenting things,
and it may currently refer to:

- architectural style, the features that make a
building or structure historically identifiable (the
Buckingham Palace, the Moscow Kremlin, la Tour Eiffel);

- design, the process of creating something
in various fields of human activities (science,

management, ballet dancing, music playing,
on-stage singing);

- fashion, prevailing modes of changing
clothing styles, streetstyle;

- artefacts in visual arts (cinematography,

paintings, installations, gadgets);
- manner of personal conduct, often affective;
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- tag to identify the ways how varied elements
are disposed on the web-page making it possible to
distinguish CSS (Cascading Style Sheets) styles with
the element link to be used;

- writing style, the manner in which the author
addresses readers.

“Style is the man” is knowingly a proverbial
saying of the early 20™ century habitually attributed
to Georges-Louis Leclerc, Comte de Buffon, the
French naturalist, mathematician, cosmologist and
encyclopédiste (1707-1788). Style is actually one’s
signature, observes the English writer Oscar Wilde
(1854-1900) in The Philosophy of Dress (1885).

BACKGROUND OF LINGUISTIC STYLISTICS

[t is common knowledge that men of letters in
the linguistic branch of science commonly focus
on the formally perceived structure of a language.
Yet it updatingly comes to mind that the study of
language artefacts is not to be confined solely to
the structural analysis signifying an application of
mind to the worthy research along the venues of
Phonetics, Grammar, and Semantics.

These three components together with Stylistics
are the core pillars of the science of linguistics. It
seems proper to ascertain that the data offered
by Phonetics, Grammar and Semantics are but
instruments of conveying the ideas of the utterance
in any of the known spheres of intercourse. In
other words, they all are working for the sake of
transmitting the very essence of human habitat,
which is communication.

Stylistics claims to be crowning the overall
target of men’s verbal and non-verbal involvement in
the cognitive information installed in the branches
of linguistics.

Linguistic stylistics is fundamentally part and
parcel of the many-vector and multidimentional
science of language.

Such a stance calls for an insight into the
contentious and conceptual parts of the verbal
products, which implies a look into their specific
language mechanisms that is means and devices,
which are generating the desired effect through the
utterance.

Far-reaching foundations of stylistics were laid
down by Aristotle (Greek "Apiototéing pronounced
[aristotéle:s] Aristotle [aerr'stotal], the greatest
philosopher and learned man 384-322 B.C.) during
the Classical period in Ancient Greece as far back as
the 4" century B.C.

It is Aristotle who initiates and advances the
fundamental grounds of two concerns of linguistic
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interest related directly to stylistics, namely Poetics
and Rhetorics.

The Age of Hellenism “gave birth to a multitude
of quite varied conceptions of aesthetics, rhetoric,
styles, often intracontradictory, yet they are all related
to one and the same social essence easily comparable
to undifferentiated simplicity of the Greek classic
culture”, remarks A. F. Losev in the Preface to “Antique
Rhetorics™ [AHTUYHbIe puTOpMKK, 1978, . 12].

The Ages of Classicism, Romantics, Enlighten-
ment, and Rationalism would keep on contributing
to the spread of basic ideas of cognitive-stylistic
message across the lands as they have been laid
down by its initiators and successors.

Among essential treatises on style and English
stylistics in the New Time, we can mention the
two monographs: On defining style by N. E. Enkvist,
a Finnish linguist (born 1925) and An approach to
the study of style by M.J. Gregory & J. Spencer (1964).
“This is the first book of its kind ... that tries to gather
together the central strands of this many-sided
subject”, concludes David Crystal, a British linguist,
academic,and author at the Department of Linguistic
science of Oxford University discussing the status of
the above mentioned monographs [Enkvist, Spencer,
Gregory, 1964].

“Style, - as N. E. Enkvist remarks in the cited
work, - is a contextually restricted linguistic
variation.” What is actually appealing in this quote
is recognition of the justified validity of the notion
of context, which is an essential prerequisite for
linguistic variation limited by the pragmatic set-up
related to cognition [Ibid.].

Prof. David Crystal (born in 1941) has done
research in a number of fields of linguistics primarily
stylistics, intonation, applied linguistics in clinical
and educational contexts (2011). Of particular
benefit seem to be his elaborations on functional
stylistics and various kinds of styles of speech.

The British renowned linguist provides the
following view upon the subject matter of linguistic
stylistics: “Stylistics for me is the linguistic study of
systematic, situationally-distinctive, intra-language
variation... The above definition of stylistics means
that my view of the subject is an extremely broad
one - it subsumes both literary and dialectal use...”
(davidcrystal.com).

LINGUISTIC STYLISTICS IN RUSSIA

We dare to presume that emergence of the
linguistics branch of stylistics within the boundaries

"Translation is ours. — C. Sh.
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of Russia is to be directly related to Professor Ilia
Romanovitch Galperin (1905-1984) at the Chair
of English Stylistics of Moscow State Linguistic
University (formerly called The Moscow State
Pedagogical Institute named Maurice Thorez). The
fundamental ideas of theory of style and artefacts
of deep and penetrating analysis of varied texts
and their systems of expressive means and stylistic
devices flow forth from the works of this patron of
English stylistics [Galperin, 1981].

“Stylistics studies those features of linguistic
utterances that are utilized to impose the encoder’s
way of thinking on the decoder, i.e. it studies the act
of communication not as merely producing a verbal
chain, but as bearing the imprint of the speaker’s
personality, and as compelling the addressee’s
attention. In short, it studies the ways of linguistic
efficiency (expressiveness) in carrying a high load
of information”, observes Michael Riffaterre in his
essay “the Stylistic Function” made public in 1971
[Riffaterre, 1971, p. 6].

[t emanates from the above quotes that the key
notion to define linguistic stylistics is contextually
predetermined expressiveness in the discourse, which
is actualized by way of varied expressive means and
stylistic devices.

Expressive means are various phonetic,
morphological and syntactical, word-building,
lexico-semantic and phraseological, stylistics proper
forms and units, which coexist in language-as-a-
system for logical or emotional intensification of
the utterance.

Expressive means are facts of language. Stylistic
device is then “a conscious and intentional intensifica-
tion of some typical structural and / or semantic prop-
erty of a language (neutral or expressive) promoted to
a generalized status and thus becoming a generative
model” [Galperin, 1981, p. 30].

We could speak of interaction of different types
of lexical meaning treating the subject of lexical
expressive means and stylistic devices.

These may be:

e metaphor, metonymy and irony - in terms of
interaction of primary dictionary and contextually
imposed meanings;

e zeugma and pun - considering interaction of
primary and derivative lexical meanings;

e interjections and exclamatory words, epithet
and oxymoron implying connections between logi-
cal and emotive meanings;

e antonomasia as a reflection of link between
logical and nominal meanings;

¢ simile, periphrasis, euphemism, and hyper-
bole as a result of intensification of a certain feature
or a thing or phenomenon;
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¢ cliché, proverb and sayings, epigrams, quo-
tations, allusions, decomposition of set phrases in
case of resorting to peculiar use of set expressions.

From hence we can comfortably pass over to the
part of linguistic stylistics, which is by right referred
to as functional stylistics: ‘A functional style of
language is a system of interrelated language means
which serves a definite aim in communication’ states
I.R. Galperin [Galperin, 1981, p. 33].

It is recognized therefore that a theory of style
should safeguard comparison of currently seven
types of language systems in written speech,
namely those of literature, science, religion,
official documents, technical discourse, publicistic
narration, newspaper texts; and it should be
possible to make meaningful statements about
major contexts, such as between emotive and
technical kinds of language, which is still a normal
part of school syllabuses in English.

Individual style is applied to “that sphere of
linguistic and literary science which deals with the
peculiarities of a writer's individual manner of using
language means to achieve the effect he desires’,
presumes |. R. Galperin, and the typical writer's style
is referred as being idiolect [Ibid., p. 13]. And one of
the essential properties is its permanence, so that
individual style is a unique combination of language
units, expressive means and stylistic devices peculiar
to a given writer,which makes the write’s works or even
utterances easily recognizable” [Galperin, 1981, p. 17].
Here the notion of norm invariably springs up, it is “the
invariant of the phonemic, morphological, lexical and
syntactical patterns circulating in language-in-action
at a given period of time” [Ibid., 19].

These basic domains of linguistic stylistics, that
is expressive means and stylistic devices, on the one
hand, and functional styles, on the other hand, are
the two solid pillars upon which the whole of the
monumental building marked up style and linguistic
stylistics is solidly built.

Prof. I. R. Galperin, the Founding Father of this
branch of language science in Russia offers the
following overall definition of the subject of stylistics
in 1973: “Linguistic stylistics can be defined as a
science of specially marked elements, combinations
of special language units capable of conveying
additional information to the basic content of the
utterance (text) and of interrelationships of means
of expression in the given type of text™ [fanbnepuH,
1973, p. 19].

This description of linguistic stylistics advanced
by Prof. I. R. Galperin remains generally valid until
nowadays. He was adorned PhD in 1962 upon

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defending the doctorate
paper “English Stylistics”. He
is world known for his works
in the theory of linguistics,
linguistic  stylistics in
the wake of researches
by M. M. Bakhtin (1895-
1975) and V. V. Vinogradov
(1894-1969). He is the
author of The Greater
English-Russian Dictionary.
The treatise «Tekcm kak
0bbekm  JIUH2B8UCMUYECKO20
uccnedosarus / Text as the
Object of Linguistic research» has made his name
sound elsewhere [[anbnepuH, 2007].

The set of most essential works by Prof.
[.R. Galperin covering a whole spectrum of cardinal
stylistic issues is crowned by the academic treatise
Stylistics.

Itis nowonder that I.R.Galperin’s school of scientific
enterprise has produced the New English-Russian
Dictionary in two volumes in demand across the land
(New English-Russian Dictionary 1981; A supplement
to the New English-Russian dictionary 1988).

The milestones which have diachronically
promoted the progress of stylistics in Russia
continuously stay on our minds:

- the country-wide debate on the issues of
the poetic vernacular in the 1920s in the Soviet
Union with reference to A. Belyi 1920; O. M. Brik
1928; V. V. Vinogradov 1923; G. O. Vinokur 1923;
V. M. Zhirmunsky 1921, 1925; Poetics 1919;
Yu. N.Tynjanov 1924, 1927; R.Jacobson 1923;

- a fruitful discussion on the vexed questions
of stylistics in the magazine Bonpocsl 53bIK03HAHUS
(ournal of Linguistics) in the year 1954, which found
its way on the pages of this magazine: issues N2 2-6,
1954 and N2 1, 1955;

- a scientific conference on stylistics held
at the 1st Moscow State Pedagogical Institute of
Foreign Languages named after Maurice Thorez in
1969 (Text linguistics 1974).

V. V. Vinogradoy, a Russian academician (1895-
1969) has made an invaluable contribution into the
domain of literary speech and the science of stylistics,
both linguistic stylistics and literary stylistics,and it is
obviously of particular sound in current research. His
works cover a wide range of significant issues dealing
with the history of Russian literary discourse (1934,
1938), parlance and style of Russian writers (1926,
1935, 1941), and topical issues of fiction literature
(Hayka o s3eike xydoxecmseHHOU aumepamypel U ee

Worth mentioning are some correlating forums
of the past decades, which significantly touch upon
major challenges linguistic stylistics has been facing
in the course of time.

- a scientific conference on the issues of
Linguistics of Text initiated at the 1st Moscow State
Pedagogical Institute of Foreign Languages named
after Morris Torrez and conducted in 1974;

- a scientific conference “The present state
of affairs and the future of stylistics”. Programme.
Moscow State University named after M.V.Lomonosoy,
Department of journalism. Stylistic Commission
of the International committee of Slavonic Studies
(ISC). Supported by The Russian Foundation of
Fundamental Research, project N2 19-012-20025.
May 13-14 2019, Moscow;

- an international scientific conference held at
the Moscow State University in 2019. Present & Past of
Stylistics/Hacmosiwee u 6ydywee cmunucmuku. Tpor-
pamMa. MOCKOBCKMIA rOCYAAPCTBEHHbIN YHUBEPCUTET UM.
M. B. JlomoHocoBa (Present & Past of Stylistics 2019).

CHIEF RESEARCH PROJECTS IN RUSSIA

Linguistic stylistics has been progressing in Russia
unblocked with the overall research project under 1.
R. Galperin, the initiator and the patron of the Chair
of English Stylistics at Moscow State Linguistic
University (MSLU) along with other adjoining
schools both next door and elsewhere across Russia.

Sidetrack projects of worthy significance
embrace some minor schools of research in stylistics
that are to be mentioned are also well-known and
widely appreciated, namely the Chair of Lexicology
& Stylistics at the German Department and the Chair
of Lexicology & Stylistics at the French Department
as well as the Department of Translation &
Interpretation at Moscow State Linguistic University.
Alongside is positioned the St. Petersburg research
project led by I. V. Arnold (1908-2010). They all
possess their own specifics predetermined by
obvious peculiarities in the taught languages and
disciplines in the localities.

German languages researchers of today proceed
alongthe lines of stylistics drawn by E.G.Riesel (1906 -
1989). She happens to be pioneer in the research of
dialectal functional features of standard languages.
The specific features of her views are interconceptual
links touching upon stylistics and sociolinguistics
and pragmalinguistics with a particular accent upon
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relations between extra- and intra-linguistic factors
of speech, which make it close to communicative
and cognitive stylistics. The first monograph on
German language stylistics in the land belongs to
E. G. Riesel - «Ouepku no CTUAUCTUKE HEMELKOrO
a3blka» (Essays on German stylistic, 1954). Functional
styles of which the author singled as many as five
criteria of their functioning is an obvious contribution
into the science of stylistics (E. G. Riesel 1975).

E. I. Schendels, professor at the MSLU German
Department (1916-1995) has been genuinely
promoting the above ideas primarily focusing
upon such relevant issues as stylistic grammar and
stylistic figures in grammar and major challenges of
the linguistics of text and its categories.

These fruitful conceptions have found their
way in the works of their followers G. M. Fadeyeva
(2007; 2014) and N. N. Troshina (2006), who have
been catching up the novel approaches in linguistic
stylistics enriching its solid historic foundation.

Currently, delivery of linguistic stylistics at
the MSLU French Department follows traditional
approaches as shaped up by well-known concepts
of the science. Particularly accentuated seem to be
issues of functional styles with a focus upon such
fields as colloquial and common parlance, argot
talk, documents style, publicistic communication,
internet jargon, and the so-called pseudo oratory
and scriptural dialects. A theoretical look at the
history of stylistics generates such lines of interest
as genetic, or decoding stylistics, immanent and
phenomenological, or receptive stylistics, reports
prof. E. L. Spasskaya, whose prevalent interests lie
within the scope of stylistics, text linguistics, and
poetics against the background of interpretive
semantics.

°A Course of French Stylistics”(1955,1986) by Prof.
V. G. Gak (1924-2004) at the Moscow Pedagogical
State University offers a conception of stylistics of
Romance languages, which is to an extent based upon
his views in the spheres of philosophy, on the one
hand, and of translation and interpretation as well
as personal practice in teaching foreign languages,
on the other.

[. V. Arnold (1908-2010), Russia’s linguist and
an expert in lexicology, linguistic stylistics and
rhetoric, and Professor Honoris at the Russian State
Pedagogical University named after A. I. Hertzen
sets up a school of decoding stylistics («Ctunncrtuka
COBPEMEHHOIO aHMIMICKOro a3blkay, «CTUAMCTMKA
LlekogupoBaHuay) largely in spread over in St. Peters-
burg [Arnold, 1974; Arnold, 1981].

Among other explorers of terra stylistica we
could also mention B. V. Tomashevsky (1890-1957)
who engaged in the world of poetics offering his
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Manual «Crunuctmka» (1983),and M. P.Brandes (born
in 1926) who put forward «Ctunuctuka HemeLKOro
a3blka» (1983).

Another significant work of M. P. Brandes is in
up-date esteem: “Style & Translation-Interpretation /
Cvnb n nepesop, (the German Language)” (1988).
Challenges of translating / interpreting are viewed
against the cognitive background of the style of the
discourse, which presupposes genuine penetration
into the subject matter of the artefact and its system
of concepts.

TRANSLATION
vs. INTERPRETATION & STYLISTICS

Major focus in mastering basics of professional
interpretation at the MSLU Department of Translation
& Interpretation is placed upon learners generating
skills and habits of spontaneous / automatized choice
of individualized and specific stylistic means and
devices largely at the language levels of grammar
and lexis.

The theoretical and practical foundation of
professional interpretation is by right entrusted to
the chiefworks of distinguished experts,namely proff.
A.D.Shweitzer (1923-2002),V.N.Komissarov (1924 -
2005), I. V. Arnold (1908-2010), A. M. Peshkovsky
(1878-1933), V. B. Vinogradoy, G. V. Chernov (1929-
2000), M. P. Brandes, and L. A. Chernyakhovskaya.

The overall set of relevant compendium on
theory of translation & interpretation is covered in
the courses of stylistics and culturology of Russian
and other languages and in lectures and classes
on translation. The foreign languages taught are
English, French, Spanish, Italian, Portuguese, German,
Dutch, Swedish, Norwegian, Danish, Finnish, Czech,
Islandic, Chinese, Japanese, Korean, Vietnamese,
Arabic, Persian, Turkish, and Mongolian (2022).

The predominant functional style resorted to is
the publicistic / rhetoric one. Dictionaries of lexico-
semantic combination are in continuous use at the
Department. Varied and differing practical classes are
based upon cognitive approach tasks related to the
dynamic process of “inference” and inference solutions,
i. e. the pattern of employing the interpreter's
personal thesaurus of concepts and notions. It is
primarily the lagoon that helps settle the collision
of translatability / untranslatability of the original
discourse.

Challenges of research theses at the Translation
& Interpretation Department students are settled by
professors along the lines of dealing with the issues
of professional translation vs. cognitive stylistics in
a cluster of functionally oriented discourses (film
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texts, political speech, commix production, and
others) in various foreign languages.

The issue of comprehending and realizing the
notion of interpretation possesses another significant
aspect of treatment. Interpretation may profusely
function as a theory or as a method. The philosophical
science delivers interpretation as a cognitive process
and as the result: “UHTepnpetauus (1am.interpretatio -
TONIKOBAHWE, Pa3bsICHEHWE) — KOTHUTMBHAS NpoLeaypa
YCTaHOBNIEHWUS COAEPXKAHUS MOHATUI UK 3HAYEHMS
aNeMeHTOB ¢dopManu3mMa MOCPeacTBOM MX anmiu-
KaLMKM Ha Ty UK MHYIO MPEeLMETHY0 061acTb, @ TaKKe
pesynbTaT yKasaHHoW npoueaypbl” [KoHapaluos,
Yekanos, KonopynuHa, 2008].

To offer but an instance: foreign learners
confront the German language and Germany’s
culture primarily in literary discourse ‘in der Form
literarischer Texte’ - “CTMAMCTMKA Kak Moayne
(2013). “To deal with literary discourse on the
basis of scientific and educational significance it
is essential to clarify interrelation of the three key
notions - comprehension of the text (Textverstehen),
interpretation of the text (Textinterpretation) and
Hermeneutics  (hermeneutisches Herangehen)™
[TopoxaHoB, lycenHoBa, 2021, c. 7].

Asitis observedinthe above cited work,apparent
reference is currently extended to cognitive research
(KybpsikoBa 2004) bordering on many scientific
branches in humanities, with Llinguistic stylistics
treated as a significant field in the paradigm of
modern cognitive knowledge.

The stylistic bearing on the discourse is targeted
at revealing the cognitive and often-underlying
message with often latent expressiveness on the
mind.

VISTA OF STYLISTICS ADVANCE
IN COGNITIVE PARADIGM

The terms “style” and “stylistics” have been of late
interchanged or intermingled with such terms of
text linguistics and cognitive linguistics as cognition,
concept, discourse, content, register, and motif.

“Cognitive stylistics is viewed nove et nova as
a current stage in the advance of linguostylistics.
The chief task of cognitive stylistics is the study of
varied structures of knowledge and the description
of interrelations that emanate between them and
the language on the basis of perception of language
as such’, - we recently stated [Shpetny, 2019, p. 371].
A similar approach is currently shared by other
related researchers [dxycynos, 2011].

"Translation is ours. — C. Sh.
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Concepts of the inner world are significantly
viewed in the mould of the metaphor which against
the background of cognitive stylistics is normally
referred to as the conceptual metaphor. It is
considered to be “a mental structure or an operation
or a means of cognition and conceptualization of the
world around” [LUneTHbii, 2019].

It is exactly at this point that we may address
the intelligent works of G. P. Lakoff, a prominent
U.S. philosopher and cognitive linguist (1941). He
served as a professor of linguistics at the University
of California, Berkeley (USA), from 1972 until his
retirement in 2016.

Among them we could name coauthored with M.
Johnson “Metaphor we live by” (1980, revised 2003),
and coauthored with M. Turner “More than cool
reason: A field guide to poetic metaphor” (1989).

The book“Metaphors we live by”has found its way
into a whole set of academic disciplines, including
politics, literature, philosophy, mathematics, and
linguistics. An individual’s experience and attitudes
towards sociopolitical issues is influenced by being
framed in linguistic constructions.

The researcher has put forward the significant
postulate of the conceptual metaphor that
profoundly impacts the people when explicating
knotty phenomena.

G. Lakoff writes: “Metaphor is for most people a
device of the poetic imagination and the rhetorical
flourish - a matter of extraordinary rather than
ordinary language. Moreover, metaphor is typically
viewed as characteristic of language alone, a matter
of words rather than thought or action. For this
reason, most people think they can get along
perfectly well without metaphor. We have found, on
the contrary, that metaphor is pervasive in everyday
life, not just in language but in thought and action.
Our ordinary conceptual system, in terms of we both
think and act, is fundamentally metaphorical in
nature” [Lakoff, Johnsen, 2003, p. 3].

“The concepts that govern our thought are not
just matters of the intellect. They also govern our
everyday functioning, down to the most mundane
details. Our concepts structure what we perceive,
how we get around in the world, and how we relate
to other people. Our conceptual system thus plays a
central role in defining our everyday realities. If we
are right in suggesting that our conceptual system
is largely metaphorical, then the way we think,
what we experience, and what we do every day is
very much a matter of metaphor”, he adds up [Ibid.].

G. Lakoff provides a sample of how the metaphor
argument in war is reflected in our everyday language
by a wide variety of expressions:

‘ARGUMENT IN WAR
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Your claims are indefensible.

He attacked every weak point in my argument. His
criticisms were right on.

| demolished his argument.

I've never won an argument with him.

You disagree. Okay, shoot!

If you use this strategy, he’ll wipe you out. He shot
down all of my arguments.

Itis important to see that we don’t just talk about
arguments in terms of war. We can actually win or
lose arguments. We see the person we are arguing
with as an opponent. We attack his position and we
defend our own. We gain and lose ground, — states
G. Lakoff. - Many of the things we do in arguing are
partially structured by the concept of war. Though
there is no actual battle, there a verbal battle and
the structure of an argument - attack, defense,
counterattack, etc. - reflects this. It is in this sense
that the ARGUMENT IN WAR is one that we live by in
this culture; it structures the actions we perform in
arguing” [Lakoff, Johnsen, 2003, p. 4-5].

From a discourse-analytical perspective, ‘meta-
phors have to be analysed in three ways’, suggests
Gerard Steen, a researcher from the Department
of English, Vrije Universiteit from Amsterdam, The
Netherlands:

- “as expressions, which involves the linguistic
investigation of vocabulary, and grammar;

- as thoughts, which can be done by means
of the conceptual analysis of their propositional
content and knowledge structure;

- as messages, which involves a communicative
examination of their pragmatic structure and function
in terms of co-text and context.

Thus, metaphors may be said to have three
discourse functions in cognition:

- they express a meaning in the surface of the
text, they embody an idea or represent a situation
in the situation model, and they convey a message
or an act in the context model, all at the same time”
[Steen, 1994].

Similarly, we can speak in terms of stylistics
of the conceptual metonymy, conceptual epithet,
conceptual simile, conceptual irony, conceptual
oxymoron, and others.

Another quite dramatic line of probe is
differentiation of the two types of speech which has
of late come to the fore - oral and written varieties of
verbalcommunication.lt seems quite understandable
against the background of globalization processes
and new technologies advance. It has been in the
focus of the researchers’ attention, presumably since
the time memorial’ [Galperin, 1981].

Works of foreign experts on cognitive stylistics
suggest varied significations of this branch of
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language study: it is termed cognitive stylistics
by S. Attardo, P. Burke, J. Gulpeper, E. Semino, it
will also be named cognitive poetics (). Gavins &
G. Steen, W. Croft, R. Langacker, P. Stockwell, R. Tsur,
M. Turner).

“Cognitive poetics is a new way of thinking
about literature, — writes Peter Stockwell in his
‘first introductory text to this growing field, -
involving the application of cognitive linguistics
and psychology to literary texts” [Stockwell, 2002,
p.1].Inthe book “Cognitive Poetics.An Introduction”
the author encourages the reader “to re-evaluate
the categories used to understand literary reading
and analysis, covering a wide range of literary
genres and historical periods”. His many-chaptered
monograph ‘explores a different cognitive poetic
framework and relates it to a literary text” [Ibid.].
The core concepts underlying his theory cover
a number of adjacent areas of research, namely
literary studies, critical theory and linguistics.

We suggest adhering to the term cognitive stylistics,
which seems most appropriate and fitting. It avails of
considering not only the literary discourse but also the
whole range of functional styles of speech.

The subject matter and the object of scrutiny in
cognitive stylistics seem to be stated as follows:

1) various language means of transmitting
conceptual information in the text / discourse, that
is factual, conceptual, and implied (subtextual)
(Galperin 2007);

2) expressive means and stylistic devices to
safeguard the build-up of additional and superlinear
information in the speech utterance;

3) significant treatment of perception processes
of generating expressiveness in differing types

of discourse depending upon varied spheres of
verbal communication, in other words dealing with
functional stylistics.

Research focuses upon those issues that are
related to the choice and dislocation of verbal and non-
verbal information, to the cognitive treatment of the
stylistic potential (means and devices) of perception,
comprehension and interpretation of the text /
discourse, and to the introduction of linguocognitive
tools and techniques of research into stylistic analysis.

CONCLUSION

The current state-of-the-art of the humanitarian
knowledge has been spectacular processing against
the background of aggressive spread of challenges
triggered by digitalization and its prognosticated
consequences. The updated economics and overall
social change presuppose build-up of novel and
often alien surroundings for human activities, which
is to trigger ‘revision of the value systems and
structures ... to affect the institutional environment’,
says I. A. Guseinova at the Moscow State Linguistic
University [lyceitHoBa, 2020, c. 92].

As it has been postulated in the current talk,
the territory of cognitive stylistics is at the moment
full of unchartered areas, some fake signposts, and
sidetracks that have only recently been either begun
or as yet half finished.

We will wish to express a humble hope that the
above related to the expert audience is a gripping
and available map that is not outdated, and from
here on one could walk ahead and joyfully serve the
targets drawn in earnest.
